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(®) The Prime Minister asserted today that there can not be and will not be any compromise
with forces of terrorism which posed a serious challenge to the unity and integrity of the country.

(@) The year under review has been remarkable for one important reason that many of the
outstanding disputes with the workers and employees have been settled.

(1) The proposal for the creation of another post of an Asstt. Director sent by the Directorate
of Publication does not have adequate justification. We may regret our inability to agree to it.

(&) To resolve the differences between the Departments concerned, it is suggested that matter
may be discussed at a meeting which may be convened at Deputy Secretary’s level.

($) Shri Ramesh Kumar has applied for two months earned leave which is at his credit. No

substitute has been asked for. The leave may, therefore, be sanctioned. Draft office order is put up
for approval.
